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Wolves playanimportantrole in keeping nature balanced. They control the number of deerand

otherlargeanimals. Without wolves, plants and forests can slowly die because of overgrazing.
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In Yellowstone National Parkin the United States, scientists reintroduced wolves after seventy
years of absence. Theresult was surprising: rivers changed course, and forests grew stronger. All

because balance had returned.
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Wolves areloyal to their pack, often staying together for life. They share food, protect the weak, and

teach theyoung. Theirbondis built on trust — something many humans still struggle to learn.
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Inthe wild, wolves travel many miles each day. Their paws touch snow, mud, and stone — leaving

quiet maps behind. They live by instinct, butalso by memory.
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At night, when the world falls asleep, the wolves rise. Their howls cross mountains like wind-made

i a8l b Lol (S o0 (S 0dj 0jp b . ogldS oo pau e [ o o (ale duiniti g —

bridges.
